Business Arising:

Lisa mentioned that “Missing Link Cafe” on Bells’ Line of Road is not functioning.

Roy read Php 3:12ff and prayed.

General Business:

New Model constitution:   discussion about changing our constitution to comply with the model constitution.

Need to move from the model rules to the model constitution.

Mick asked re the term “ordinary member”.  Roy stated it is a term used in the constitution and not “member rep” as was commonly referred to in the past.

Query by Wayne W. re why the need of 3 ordinary members.

Roy explained that Ride co-ordinators, Newsletter Editor and Website Maintainer are positions usually undertaken by committee members.

Query re need for ordinary member and ride co-ordinators all to be on the committee.

Does everyone have voting rights?

Suggestion that the proposed number of 7 is enough on committee.

Barry C moved original motion, as sent to all members prior to the meeting, be adopted, second by Kevin – carried (Wayne W abstained)

John asked re statement of Faith being paramount.

Aims and Objectives discussed.

Committee members must have Motorcycle license or own a motorcycle.

Treasurer’s Report
Tabled by Ian.  Moved Ian, Seconded Terry – carried.

The money raised for the motorcycle for Africa has been redirected to "Riders for Health", in the amount of $2500 for the ongoing maintenance and upkeep of a motorcycle for a health worker in Africa.

Lapsed members – constitution states that after 3 months nonfinancial members may be removed from membership.  In practice CMA allows 12 months grace. 

Ride Co-ordinators reports tabled from Riverina (Barry Day) and New England (Wayne W).

At present there are 57 financial members (plus 6 lapsed), including 9 new members.
